Mucedorus has never been seriously ascribed to Shakespeare – if one omits the all-inclusive Ludwig Tieck. It was included among the apocryphal works on the grounds that “the play belonged to the repertoire of the Globe Company” and because it was included “with Fair Em and The Merry Devil of Edmonton, in the famous ‘Shakespeare’ volume prepared for Charles the Second’s library” (Brooke 1918: xxvi). As the title page of the 1610 edition (Q3) announces, it was “Amplified with new additions, as it was acted before the Kings Maiestie at White-hall on Shroue-sunday night. By his Highnes Seruantes vsually playing at the Globe”. These additions were made at a time when Shakespeare was the playwright master with the King’s Men. I do not claim that Shakespeare is their author; however, he is likely to have been otherwise instrumental in the rewriting of the play for the revival at court. 
The paper discusses the “Shakespearean” additions to Mucedorus and contextualizes them with other Shakespeare apocrypha of the period as well as Shakespeare’s acknowledged works.
