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NOTES ON REDUPLICATIVE WORDS IN ENGLISH

Introduction

Let us start this study with a few quotations showing the use of reduplicatives
in informal English: ‘Celia’s got a funny way of talking.’ ‘Do Jou mean funny
ha-ha or fuany peculiar? ' (SWAN, Practical English usage, * p.208), The re-
sult is a ragbag of architectural terms, pseudo—sociological mumbo—jumbo and
often frankly useless information (from a review of a book on country houses,
Evening Standard, 8 September, 1996, p. 26), The jerry—red bus [the London
Routemaster] was affectionately known as the jo—jo (jump on, jump off).
(Evening Standard, 8 September, 1996, p. 6).

The first book dealing with reduplication was written by August Friedrich
POTT and published in 1862. Pott devoted 304 pages of his Doppelung
(Reduplikation, Gemmination) als eines der wichtigsten Bildungsmitiel der
Sprache to reduplication in many languages, mostly non-Indo—European. He
collected thousands of reduplicatives referring to sounds, colours, changes in
property and also fulfilling grammatical functions, eg the weak preterite in
Gothic and the Latin mihi — tibi — sibi, nobis — vobis. His Engtish examples,
scattered under various thematic headings, include crinkum—crankum, dilly~
dally, ding—dong, firry—farry, flim—flam, gee—gaw, griff-graff. habnab, hairum-
scairum, helter—skelter, hiddy-giddy, hiltie-skiltie, hodge podge, hoity-toity,
hubbub, hubble—bubble, hugger—mugger, hum drum, hurdy-gurdy, hurly—-burly,
hussle-bussle, jingle—jangle, knick-knack, riff-raff, shag bag, shim sham, slip
slop, tag—rag, ting—tang, titter—totter, tow mow, tuzzy—muzzy, twittle—twattle,
widdle—waddle. Although Pott’s English reduplicatives are not very numerous,
they reveal features known from later studies based on higher numbers of cases,
fe the high proportion of initial A in rhymes (hurly—buriy) and the preponder-
ance of the i — a ablaut in alliterative pairs (griff-graff). Pott even draws on
Dobrovsky and gives a few Czech words: kukacka, Zezulka, hat mat, plesk tFesk,
tintidlo. One of his exampies from Austrian German, dechtl mechtl, is also
knowsn as a Czech borrowing.
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The importance of Pott’s study for modem research can be seen perhaps less
in the relatively small number of English words, all of which appeared later in
Wheatley 1866, but more in the large number of examples from non—European
languages. It is in these languages that reduplication can be regarded as ‘eines
der wichtigsten Bildungsmiftel der Sprache’. This is supported by a number of
words taken over from these languages into European languages {(agar—agar,
beriberi, tsetse) and into Australian, New Zealand and other varieties of English
in close contact with the non—European languages (kaikai, lomo—fomi, mia-
micr).

The first, and the {ast dictionary of reduplicatives was compiled by Henry B.
WHEATLEY and published in 1866. Wheatley claims that his dictionary contains
more than six hundred words but his numbers are based on eg dingle—dangle
being counted once as an adjective, then again as a verb, efc. If cases like that
are counted only once, the number of reduplications in Wheatley is 557, out of
which 305 words are rhymes (Aocus—pocus) and 252 words are ablauts (dingle-
dangle). Wheatley did not include pure reduplications, called echo—formations
or echoes in the present paper, like din—din although he says that ‘we have only
to listen to the talk of nurses how natural is their construction’ (1866.4). Both in
the rhymes and in the ablauts we again meet with patterns described in more
recent studies: more than one third of the rhyming compounds has /- in the first
component and nearly all the ablaut formations have [i] in the first component.
While 29 out of 35 Pott’s English words (/e 83 percent) appear in the SOD cor-
pus here, Wheatley’s list contains a number of rare words or nonce words: only
about 38 per cent of his reduplicatives are recorded in the Shorter Oxford Dic-
tionary.

After Pott and Wheatly reduplication in English was treated in grammars
{JESPERSEN 1942, QUIRK et al. 1985), in books on word formation (KOZIOL
1937, MARCHAND 1969, HANSEN et al. 1982, PEPRNIK 1992), and in a number of
studies published in periodicals (KIRCHNER 1956 and 1959, HANSEN 1964). Nils
THUN published a monograph devoted to reduplicative words in 1963, His list
contains more than 1,700 words, arranged under thematic headings, eg sound,
motion, high degree, mental instability. About one half of this book is devoted
to the meaning of English reduplicatives but he also discusses their form and
origin. A study comparing reduplicatives in English, Czech and Russian was
published by Renata BLATNA and Czech and English reduplicative words were
compared in a paper by the present authot.

With all the studies, books and chapters devoted to teduplicatives the ques-
tion arises whether any other study is needed. The aim of the present notes is
therefore very modest: (i) to make a list of all the reduplicatives quoted in all the
available studies, and (ii) to define their stylistic meaning.

Not every word mentioned in a study hy another scholar, however, has been
included in the following lists. The missing words are those regarded as non—
central, peripheral or borderline types of reduplication. The following types are
regarded as central:

(a) exocentric compounds, eg black—back ‘black-backed gull’,
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(b) compounds with a semantic shift in one of the elements, eg dry fly
‘artificial fly’ (the opposite is not a wet fIy), in contrast to non—central night
light, bed-stead,

{c) compounds with transferred meaning, eg kot spot “night club’ (the original
meaning being ‘an area of the human body’),

(d) compounds with grammatical irregularities, eg no—go,

{e) compounds with full rhymes, eg brain drain, as opposed to non—central
compounds with partial rhymes, eg kot rod, hitty missy, jiggery-pokery,
whipper—-snapper, handie-talkie,

(f) compounds with regular syllable patterns, eg hip-hop, jeepers—creepers, as
opposed to ricky—tick, clickety—click, hooey-balooey, chock-a-block, high
and dry (for the last type, see KLEGR 1991),

{g) compounds which are not based on alliteration only, as opposed to bfue
blood, creepy—crawly, freeze frame, topsy—turvy.

Lists

Several lists of reduplicatives are to be used for the basic statistics, 7e for the
percentages of ablauts (A), rhymes (R) and pure reduplicatives (E for ‘echo
formations, or echoes’), and for the establishment of the main features of these
three types. The central corpus is that based on the latest edition of the Shorter
Oxford Dictionary (= SOD, SO). Although no page-by—page search has been
made of the dictionary, it is hoped that nearly all cases of reduplications re-
corded there have been noticed. This kind of hope is based on the fact a list of
more than two thousand words collected by scholars beginning with Pott has
been checked in the SOD and also in the OED.

The five major lists to be presented here are the following:

List A: 2,418 reduplicatives collected by other scholars, with a few additions
of my own.

List B: 1,283 ,,no-dictionary words*.

List C: 861 reduplicatives found in the OED.

List D: 591 reduplicatives found in the SOD .

List E: 215 slang expressions.

List A

This list should serve as a directory to other lists. It contains only the words,
and further information about their sources, meaning efc can be found in List B
or in the OED, SOD, and SLANG lists. List A includes a number of spelling
variants, eg chimcham is listed as a separate entry, with reference to kimkant on
the SOD list. On the SOD list, however, only kimtkam is listed and chimcham is
mentioned in the same entry as a variant. Two reasons may be offered for this
arrangement: to make List A as much complete as possible, and to make the sta-
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tistical data for the other lists as precise as possible. This arrangement means
that the sum of items on lists B to E is lower than the number of items on List A

(2,356 and 2,418, respectively). '
