Pfednaska uchazecky s nazvem ,Pfekladat basnicky: pfipad Hectora de Saint-Denys-
Garneau“ nejprve ukazala kontrastni pohled na preklad a pak na zakladé vybranych
teoretickych vychodisek pfiblizila pfevod konkrétniho basnického textu. Uchazecka
vychazela z nesamoziejmého zjisténi, nakolik se odborné nazory na podstatu a cile
prekladu lisi (U. Eco, G. Steiner; G. Mounin, F. Rastier, A. Berman, R. Ladmiral, P.
Ricceur, J. Pato¢ka). Na zakladé citatu od M. Heideggera a za pomoci Derridovy
konstitutivni polysémie ukazala, ze u filozofického i basnického textu je cilem zachytit
jinakost a prenést ji do dostupné podoby.

Hashemi pfredstavila uchazecku a shrnula pribéh prace komise.

Ve své prednasce s nazvem ,Nase nebo cizi? Cesko-némecké nakladatelské aktivity
Ignace Leopolda Kobra (1825-1866) a jeho pusobeni ve stfedoevropském kulturnim
prostoru“ uchazecka predstavila osobnost a praci I. L. Kobra (1825-1866), ktery se
zapsal do déjin stfedoevropské knizni kultury jako Cesko-némecky nakladatel a
knihkupec. Ceska literarni historie 20. stoleti zd(irazfiovala jeho zasluhy o &eskou
kulturu, aniz by brala dostate¢né v potaz Kobrovy vydavatelské aktivity pro
némeckojazyéné Ctenafe nejen z habsburské monarchie. Fenomenalni komercni
uspéch edice puvodnich némeckojazyénych romand Album-Bibliothek der
Originalromane der beliebtesten deutschen Schriftsteller (1846—1861) umoznil Kobrovi
vydavat Ceskou beletrii i nauénou literaturu. Pro literarni historiky je Kobruv
nakladatelsky podnik dokladem, Ze pro literarni provoz v €eskych zemich 19. stoleti
byla vicejazy&na interkulturni vyména kazdodenni zalezZitosti. PfedevSim zkoumanim
dalSich pfikladu kulturniho transferu metodami literarni védy i literarni sociologie je
zapotfebi upozorniovat na limity narodné filologicky definovaného konceptu dé&jin
literatury jednoho uzemi, jazyka a naroda, jenz vytésruje vSe cizi a zastira pfirozenou
vicejazy&nost mnohonarodnostni stfedoevropské kultury nejen 19. stoleti.

Course of the proceedings At the beginning of the proceeding, the chairman of the
Habilitation Committee, Prof. Kylou$ek, introduced the candidate and summarized
the course of the committee's work.

The candidate's lecture entitled "Translating poetry: the case of Hector de Saint-Denys-
Garneau" first showed a contrasting view of translation and then, based on selected
theoretical backgrounds, approached the translation of a specific poetic text. The
candidate proceeded from the unmistakable observation of the extent to which
scholarly opinions on the nature and aims of translation differ (U. Eco, G. Steiner; G.
Mounin, F. Rastier, A. Berman, R. Ladmiral, P. Ricceur, J. Patocka). Based on a quote
from M. Heidegger and with the help of Derrida's constitutive polysemy, she showed
that for both philosophical and poetic texts, the aim is to capture alterity and transfer it
into an accessible form.

After the lecture, the present opponents summarized their opinions and a professional
discussion followed, in which Dr. DoleZzalova answered questions of the opponents,
committee members and members of the scientific board.

Conclusion: the Scientific Council of the Faculty of Arts agrees with the proposal to
appoint Pavla Dolezalova, PhDr., Ph.D., Associate Professor in the History of
Specific Literatures (Romanesque Literature).

2. Habilitation proceedings of Mgr. Zuzana Urvalkova, Ph.D. — Czech Literature

Course of the proceedings: at the beginning of the proceeding, the Chair of the
Habilitation Committee, Prof. Soleiman pour Hashemi, introduced the candidate and
summarized the course of the committee's work.

In his lecture entitled "Ours or Others? The Czech-German Publishing Activities of
Ignac Leopold Kobr (1825-1866) and His Activities in the Central European Cultural
Space", the candidate presented the personality and work of I. L. Kobr (1825-1866),
who made his mark in the history of Central European book culture as a Czech-German
publisher and bookseller. Czech literary history of the 20th century has emphasised
his contribution to Czech culture without taking sufficient account of Kobra's publishing
activities for German-speaking readers not only from the Habsburg monarchy. The
phenomenal commercial success of the Album-Bibliothek der Originalromane der
beliebtesten deutschen Schriftsteller (1846-1861), an edition of original German-
language novels, enabled Kobra to publish Czech fiction and non-fiction. For literary
historians, Kobr's publishing venture is proof that multilingual intercultural exchange
was an everyday affair for literary operations in the Czech lands in the 19th century.
Above all, by examining other examples of cultural transfer using the methods of
literary science and literary sociology, it is necessary to draw attention to the limits of
the national-philologically defined concept of the history of literature of one territory,
language and nation, which displaces everything foreign and obscures the natural
multilingualism of multinational Central European culture not only in the 19th century.

After the lecture, the present opponents summarized their opinions and the expert
discussion followed. During the discussion, Dr. Urvalkova sovereignly responded to
the questions of the committee members, opponents and members of the scientific
board. The members of the committee and the opponents also highlighted the
professional erudition and precision of the candidate.

Conclusion: the MU Faculty of Science Council agrees with the proposal to appoint
Mgr. Zuzana Urvalkova, Ph.D., as Associate Professor in Czech Literature.
