o &inskou grammatologii je s vyjimkou Japonska a Koreje mimo Cinu velmi maly, &insti



badatelé se této problematice vénuji prokazatelné od 2. stoleti n. |. Zakladni teoretickou
praci je pak v tomto smyslu Sii Sendv (?54—?125) ,Doslov* k VVykladu vyznamu obrysovych
a rozboru konstrukce sloZzenych sinogramu (121 n. I. — dale jen ,Vyklad sinogram(®). Ten
se postupné vyjadfuje k otazce historie ¢inského znakového pisma obecng, vcetné vyvoje
jeho grafiky (dva styly duktu vétSiho a mensi pismo), rozdéluje znaky na obrysové a
odvozené, jako prvni v ¢inské historii nasledné definuje Sest kategorii sinogramu (ackoliv
ve ,Vykladu sinogram(“ pak systematicky pouziva pouze tfi z nich), shrnuje pocatky Cinské
grammatologie, odkazuje na prameny (sic!) své prace a celou studii zavrSuje kompletnim
soupisem 540 determinativu. V textu vykladu pak uvadi 9.353 exemplifikaci plvodniho
vyznamu sinogramu jako glyfu, které maji argumentacné podpofit teorii obsazenou

v ,Doslovu®. A¢koliv je tato prace jiz devatenact set let stara, stale je nezpochybnitelnym
zakladem ¢&inské grammatologie, a to i moderni. Na druhou stranu se dnes vzhledem ke
svému stafi neobejde bez komentare, kdyZ jsou jeji koncepty v moderni €inské
grammatologii zachovany, ale jejich vnitfni struktura se projasfuje az v nasi sou¢asnosti.

Diskuze o podobé
soteriologie v fimském kultu boha Mithry. Rimsky kult Mithry je znamy pFedevsim na
zakladé archeologickych nalezl. Tento material v8ak neposkytuje jasnou odpovéd na
nékteré otazky tykajici se mithraistické nabozenské ideologie, jakou je napfiklad podoba
soteriologie, kterou tento kult nabizel svym stoupencim. Zatimco existenci tradi¢ni formy
soteriologie v podobé zajisténi ochrany a prosperity na tomto svété Ize dolozit velmi
snadno, pfipadna pfitomnost konceptu mimosvétské spasy v podobé vystupu dusi
zasvécencu skrze planetarni sféry do bozské fiSe za sférou stalic zastava pfedmétem



intenzivni badatelské diskuse. Pfednaska se pokusila zhodnotit doklady o pfitomnosti této
formy mimosvétské soteriologie v fimském kultu boha Mithry a dochazi k zavéru, ze tyto
prvky byly s nejvétsi pravdépodobnosti doplfikem tradi¢ni formy soteriologie a byly
rozsifeny pouze v nékterych oblastech, pfedevsim v Rimé&, Ostii a antické Italii.

3. Professorship procedure - doc. Mgr. David Uher, PhD.

Course of the procedure: At the beginning of the procedure, the Chair of the Evaluation Board,
Prof. BlaZek, introduced the applicants and summarized the course of the board’s work.

The applicant gave a lecture entitled Prolegomena to Chinese Traditional Grammatology, which
introduced the history and methods of research on Chinese character writing. There is very little
interest in Chinese grammatology outside of China, with the exception of Japan and Korea, and



Chinese scholars have demonstrably been working on the subject since the 2nd century AD. The
seminal theoretical work in this sense, then, is Xu Shen's (?54-7125) "Afterword" to Interpretation of
the Meaning of Outline and Analysis of the Construction of Compound Sinograms (A.D. 121 -
hereafter "Interpretation of Sinograms"). The latter discusses in turn the history of Chinese character
writing in general, including the development of its graphics (two styles of duct major and minor
script), divides characters into contour and derived, is the first in Chinese history to subsequently
define six categories of sinograms (although he then systematically uses only three of them in the
"Interpretation of Sinograms"), summarizes the origins of Chinese grammatology, refers to the
sources (sic!) of his work, and concludes the whole study with a complete list of 540 determinatives.
He then provides 9,353 exemplifications of the original meaning of the sinogram as a glyph in the
text of the Commentary, which are intended to provide argumentative support for the theory
contained in the "Afterword". Although this work is now nineteen hundred years old, it is still the
unquestioned foundation of Chinese grammatology, even in modern times. On the other hand, due
to its age, it cannot be without comment today, since its concepts are preserved in modern Chinese
grammatology, but their internal structure is only becoming clearer in our own time.

The lecture was followed by an engaging discussion in which doc. Uher answered numerous
questions of the members of the Scientific Board.

Conclusion: the Scientific Board of the FF MU agrees with the proposal to appoint doc. Mgr. David
Uhr, PhD., as a Professor in General and Diachronic Linguistics.

4. Habilitation procedure - Mgr. AleS Chalupa, Ph.D.

Course of the procedure: At the beginning of the procedure, the Chair of the Habilitation Board,
Prof. Urbanova, introduced the applicant and summarized the course of the board’s work.

The applicant gave a lecture entitled Did the Mithraists Believe in the Ascent of Souls? A discussion
of the form of soteriology in the Roman cult of the god Mithras. The Roman cult of Mithras is known
mainly on the basis of archaeological findings. However, this material does not provide a clear
answer to some questions about Mithraist religious ideology, such as the form of soteriology that this
cult offered to its followers. While the existence of a traditional form of soteriology in the form of
providing protection and prosperity in this world can be easily documented, the possible presence of
the concept of extra-worldly salvation in the form of the ascent of the souls of initiates through the
planetary spheres to the divine realm beyond the realm of the constants remains a subject of intense
scholarly debate. The lecture attempted to assess the evidence for the presence of this form of
extra-worldly soteriology in the Roman cult of the god Mithras and concludes that these elements



were most likely an adjunct to the traditional form of soteriology and were only prevalent in certain
areas, most notably Rome, Ostia and ancient Italy.

The lecture was followed by a lively discussion in which dr. Chalupa answered questions from the
members of the Scientific Board.

Conclusion: the Scientific Board of the FF MU agrees with the proposal to appoint Mgr. Ales
Chalupa, Ph.D., as an Associate Professor in Classical Philology.
