Priabéh Fizeni: Na zaCatku fizeni pfedseda habilitacni komise prof. Urbanek pfedstavil
uchazece a shrnul pribéh prace komise.

V prednasce s nazvem Kulturné-specificky psychologicky vyzkum jako zaklad pro
dekolonizaci psychologie se uchaze¢ zabyval moznostmi této transformace

v psychologie. V sou€asném svétovém psychologickém hnuti se mnozi pozadavky na
dekolonizaci psychologie. Néktefi zastanci dekolonizace socialnich véd si ji pfedstavu;ji
radikalnéji — napfiklad vCetné datove suverenity —, jini chtéji pouze nezavislost na
metodologickych a terminologickych standardech globalni védy. Most mezi zastanci
dekolonizace a globalni védou mohou vytvofit pavodni psychologie vytvarené v
nékterych zemich. Pavodni psychologie jsou reakci na import americké psychologie a
snazi se prosazovat pojmy a koncepty, které umozniuji Iépe pochopit mistni realitu.
Zakladatel ¢inské puvodni psychologie Kuo-Shu Yang navrhl spojovani podobnych
konceptu z pfibuznych kultur do univerzalnéjSich konceptu. Takové spojovani —
realizovatelné napfiklad na korejském konceptu nunéchi a filipinském konceptu
pakikiramdam — by mohlo uspokoijit sou¢asné touhu globalni psychologie po
meziskupinovém porovnavani i pozadavek terminologické suverenity a stat se tak
zakladem pro dekolonizaci psychologie, kterou by akceptovali radikalové i zapadni
psychologové.

Linkov odpovédél na dotazy
oponentd, ¢lend komise a ¢lent védeckeé rady.

Pribéh Fizeni: Na zac¢atku Fizeni pfedseda habilitacni komise prof. Pospisil predstavil
uchazecku a shrnul pribéh prace komise.

V pfednasce s nazvem Sorokinova a Topolova projekce budoucnosti Ruska a Ceska
uchazecka predstavila vysledky vyzkumu na téma ,Aspekt ohrozeni jako modelujici
faktor heteroimage a autoimage®, provedeného na zakladé analyzy a interpretace
romanovych textd ruskych (Vladimir Sorokin, Viktor Pelevin, Dmitrij Gluchovskij) a
Ceskych (Jachym Topol, Karel Klostermann) autort a ukotvila je v Sir§im, zejména
(geo)politickém a psychosocialnim kontextu. Pfednaska reflektovala dvé hlavni otazky:
1) Je pocit ohrozeni spojeny s heteroimage apriori? 2) Je figura nepfitele nutna pro
konstituovani autoimage? Pfednaska poukazala na dominantni postaveni aspektu
hrozby ve formovani fobického heteroimage a rozpracovala typologii nepfitele. Shrnula
zpusoby verbalizace ohrozeni v navrzeném kategorialnim systému (nominacni,
predikacni a narativni strategie). Vysvétlila princip samoidentifikace a sebeprezentace
skrze image ,jiného“. Vychodiskem pfednasky je pojeti literarniho textu coby
jedine¢ného zdroje zobrazeni skuteCnosti, kdy autorské ztvarnéni, v daném pripadé
Casto spojené s volbou fik€nich zanrt a expresivnich uméleckych prostfedku, vede

k deSifrovani této skutecnosti a odhaleni obecnych modeld.

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Minutes of the hybrid meeting of the Scientific Board of the
Faculty of Arts MU held on 3 October 2024

Course of the procedure: At the beginning of the procedure, the chair of the
Habilitation Board, Prof. Urbanek, introduced the applicant and summarized the course
of the board‘s work.

In a talk entitled Culture-Specific Psychological Research as a Basis for Decolonizing
Psychology (Kulturné-specificky psychologicky vyzkum jako zaklad pro dekolonizaci
psychologie), the applicant explored the possibilities of this transformation in
psychology. In the current global psychology movement, demands for the
decolonization of psychology are proliferating. Some advocates of decolonizing the
social sciences envision it more radically — including, for example, data sovereignty-
while others want only independence from the methodological and terminological
standards of global science. The bridge between decolonization advocates and global
science may be formed by indigenous psychologies that developed in some countries.
Indigenous psychologies are a reaction to the importation of American psychology and
seek to promote terms and concepts that allow for a better understanding of local
realities. The founder of Chinese indigenous psychology, Kuo-Shu Yang, proposed
combining similar concepts from related cultures into more universal concepts. Such a
fusion — realizable, for example, in the Korean concept of nunchi and the Philippine
concept of pakikiramdam — could simultaneously satisfy global psychology's desire for
intergroup comparison and its demand for terminological sovereignty, and thus become
the basis for a decolonization of psychology that would be accepted by radicals and
Western psychologists alike.

The lecture was followed by a lively discussion in which dr. Linkov answered questions
from the reviewers, board members and members of the scientific board.



Conclusion: the Scientific Board of the FF MU agrees with the proposal to appoint Mgr.
et Mgr. Vaclav Linkov, Ph.D. as an Associate Professor in the field of Psychology.

Course of the procedure: At the beginning of the procedure, the chair of the
Habilitation Board, prof. Pospisil, introduced the applicant and summarized the course
of the board‘s work.

In her lecture entitled Sorokin and Topol's projection of the future of Russia and the
Czech Republic (Sorokinova a Topolova projekce budoucnosti Ruska a Ceska), the
applicant presented the results of her research on "Threat Aspect as a Modeling Factor
of Heteroimage and Autoimage" (,Aspekt ohrozeni jako modelujici faktor heteroimage a
autoimage”), conducted on the basis of the analysis and interpretation of fictional texts
by Russian (Vladimir Sorokin, Viktor Pelevin, Dmitry Glukhovsky) and Czech (Jachym
Topol, Karel Klostermann) authors and anchored them in a broader, especially
(geo)political and psychosocial context. The lecture addressed two main questions: 1) Is
the feeling of threat associated with heteroimage a priori? 2) Is the figure of the enemy
necessary for the constitution of autoimage? The lecture highlighted the dominance of
the threat aspect in the formation of phobic heteroimage and elaborated a typology of
the enemy. It summarized the ways of verbalizing threat in the proposed categorical
system (nominative, predictive and narrative strategies). It explained the principle of
self-identification and self-presentation through the image of the "other". The starting
point of the lecture is the conception of the literary text as a unique source of
representation of reality, where the author's representation, in this case often associated
with the choice of fictional genres and expressive artistic means, leads to the
deciphering of this reality and the revelation of general patterns.



The lecture was followed by an engaging discussion in which dr. PeSkova answered
guestions from the reviewrs, board members and members of the Scientific Board.

Conclusion: the Scientific Board of the FF MU agrees with the proposal to appoint Mgr.
Michaela PesSkova, Ph.D. as anAssociate Professor in the field of History of Concrete
Literatures (Slavic Literatures).
