Pribéh Fizeni: Na zacatku fizeni predsedkyné hodnotici komise prof. Kfizova
predstavila uchazece a shrnula pribéh prace komise.

V ramci své prednasky s nazvem Od lidu ke komunité. K proméné jedné ze zakladnich
kategorii etnologického vyzkumu pfiblizil D. Drapala kliCové kategorie etnologického
vyzkumu — a to nejen v ramci promén oborového diskurzu v 19. a 20. stoleti, ale i

s ohledem na spolecensky kontext. Poukazal na nevyhranénost pojmu lid a jeho odlisné
definice v rizném kontextu a situacich (hledisko teritorialni, socialné-teritorialni,
kulturné-socialni). Moderni etnologie proto s touto kolektivné pojatou entitou nepracuje
a jako integrac¢ni prvek rliznych socialnich kategorii uziva pojem tradice, jako proces
transferu znalosti, zkuSenosti, hodnot a norem. Misto lidu se vyzkum zaméfuje na roli
jedince a komunity, ktera je homogennéjSim celkem s pevnéjsi strukturaci, vymezenim
roli a sdilenou identitou. V druhé Casti vystoupeni byla prostfednictvim pfipadovych
sond pfibliZzena role jedince a komunity ve vazbé na vybrané slozky nematerialni
kultury. Tyto sondy vychazeji z vyzkumu D. Drapaly zamérujicich se na historické i
soucasné formy kultury. Vykazuji zarovern navaznost na koncept nematerialniho
kulturniho, resp. zivého dédictvi, jemuz se v poslednich letech intenzivné vénuje.

Po pfednasce nasledovala ziva diskuse, ve které doc. Drapala odpovédél na cetné
dotazy ¢lenu védecké rady.

Pribéh Fizeni: Na zacatku fizeni pfedseda habilitaéni komise prof. Blatny predstauvil
uchazecCe a shrnul pribéh prace komise.

Dr. Lang vystoupil s pfednaskou s nazvem Anxiety and ritualization: Can religious rituals
decrease anxiety? Ritualy se vyskytuji ve vSech znamych lidskych spole¢nostech, a to
od nabozenskych obfadl az po sport, hazardni hry a psychické poruchy. Jednim

z duvodu jejich vSudypfritomnosti maze byt jejich role pfi snizovani uzkosti vyvolané
nekontrolovatelnymi hrozbami. A¢koli tato hypotéza byla pivodné navrzena jiz pred
vice nez sto lety, experimentalni vyzkum mechanismu, které spojuji ritualizaci akci se
snizenim uzkosti, zastava omezeny. Ve své prednasce dr. Lang definoval ritualizaci
jako opakované, rigidni a redundantni €innosti a uved|, Zze takové €innosti minimalizuji
nepredvidatelnost a usnadnuji pfedvidatelnost a kontrolu, které jsou nezbytné pro
zvladani uzkosti v nejistych situacich. Pfi experimentalnim ovéfovani téchto hypotéz

v laboratofi zjistili, Ze anxiogenni kontexty vyvolavaji ritualizované chovani a Ze toto
chovani muze naopak pomoci snizit Uzkost. DalSi testovani tohoto mechanismu béhem
ritualizovanych modliteb v marathské komunité na Mauriciu ukazalo, ze ritualizované
modlitby pomahaji sniZzovat uzkost, ackoli je tfeba provést dalSi vyzkumy, abychom
pochopili, jak ritualizace interaguje s virou v Boha, socialni podporou a dalSimi
dulezitymi rysy komplexniho nabozenského prostredi.

Po pfednasce nasledovala ziva diskuse, ve které dr. Lang odpovédél na dotazy
oponentl a ¢lent védeckeé rady.

Minutes of the hybrid meeting of the Scientific Board of the FF MU on
5 December 2024

1. Appointment procedure - doc. PhDr. Daniel Drapala, Ph.D.

Course of the procedure: At the beginning of the procedure, the Chair of the Evaluation Board,
Prof. Kfizova, introduced the applicants and summarised the course of the Board's work.

In his lecture entitled From People to Community. On the transformation of one of the basic
categories of ethnological research, D. Drapala approached the key categories of ethnological
research - not only in the context of the changes of the disciplinary discourse in the 19th and
20th centuries, but also with regard to the social context. He pointed out the ambiguity of the
concept of the people and its different definitions in various contexts and situations (territorial,
socio-territorial, cultural-social aspects). Therefore, modern ethnology does not work with this
collectively conceived entity and uses the concept of tradition as an integrating element of
different social categories, as a process of transfer of knowledge, experience, values and
norms. Instead of the people, research focuses on the role of the individual and the community,
which is a more homogeneous entity with a more rigid structuring, role delineation and shared
identity. In the second part of the presentation, the role of the individual and community in
relation to selected components of immaterial culture was approached through case probes.
These probes are based on D. Drapala's research focusing on historical and contemporary
forms of culture. They are also related to the concept of intangible cultural or living heritage,
which he has been intensively working on in recent years.

The lecture was followed by a lively discussion in which doc. Drapala answered numerous
guestions of the members of the Scientific Board.

Conclusion: the Scientific Board of the FF MU agrees with the proposal to appoint doc. PhDr.
Daniel Drapala, Ph.D., as a Professor in the field of Ethnology.

Course of the procedure: At the beginning of the procedure, the Chair of the Habilitation
Board, Prof. Blatny, introduced the applicant and summarized the course of the Board's work.

Dr. Lang gave a lecture entitled Anxiety and ritualization: Can religious rituals decrease anxiety?
Rituals are found in all known human societies, from religious ceremonies to sports, gambling
and psychological disorders. One reason for their ubiquity may be their role in reducing anxiety
caused by uncontrollable threats. Although this hypothesis was originally proposed more than a
century ago, experimental research on the mechanisms linking the ritualization of events to
anxiety reduction remains limited. In his lecture, dr. Lang defined ritualization as repetitive, rigid,
and redundant actions and stated that such actions minimize unpredictability and facilitate
predictability and control, which are necessary for managing anxiety in uncertain situations. In
an experimental test of these hypotheses in the laboratory, they found that anxiogenic contexts
elicit ritualized behaviour and that these behaviours can in turn help reduce anxiety. Further
testing of this mechanism during ritualized prayers in a Marathi community in Mauritius showed
that ritualized prayers help reduce anxiety, although further research is needed to understand
how ritualization interacts with belief in God, social support, and other important features of a
complex religious environment.

The lecture was followed by a lively discussion in which dr. Lang answered questions from the
opponents and members of the Scientific Board.

Conclusion: the Scientific Board of the FF MU agrees with the proposal to appoint Mgr. Martin
Lang, Ph.D., as an Associate Professor in the field of Psychology.
