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Dr. Jana Mikulova pfedstavila odborné vefejnosti svij vyzkum tykajici se zplsobl jakym se
v textech latinskych klasickych i pozdnich autorll vyznaluje pfima fe€. Ve srovnani
s modernimi citacnimi zvyklostmi, jak je zname dnes nepouZzivali anti¢ti autofi k vyznaceni
pfimé feci uvozovky, nebo jina typograficka znaménka, ale pfimou fe€ vyznacovali nejCastéji
prostfednictvim sloves ait, inquit, dico, dicens apod., objevuji se v8ak také pfipady pfimé fedi
bez uvozujicich prostfedkl, kdy je nutno pfimou FeC identifikovat na zakladé kontextu.
Pfednaska posluchadum pFedstavila rizné postupy a strategie pouzivané v antice
k vyznaceni pfimé fe€i od klasického obdobi az do 8. stol. n.l., vyvojové tendence i
intenzifikaci pomoci zdvojovani uvozujicich verbalnich vyrazli napf. inquit dicens.
Materialové bohaté podloZzena diachronni i synchronni analyza verbalnich a neverbalnich
uvozovacich prostfedkl ukazala jak na zmény C&etnosti pouzivanych markerd v prabéhu
staleti, tak také na rtizné inovace v obdobi pozdni latiny. Pfednaska byla doprovazena fadou
zajimavych grafli, zobrazujici jak frekvenci, tak vyvoj citaCniho Gzu v pribéhu témér osmi
stoleti.

Uchazecka prokazala formulaéni obratnost a schopnost vytvofit systematicky, a pfitom jasny
vyklad, pfinosny i pro zasvécené publikum, a srozumitelny i poucny rovnéz pro studentskou
obec (venia docendi). V nasledné pomérné rozsahlé diskusi uchazecka prokazala hlubokou
erudici a S$irSi orientaci v oboru a ziskala pozitivni ohlas zejména od ¢lend komise a
oponentu habilitaéni prace.

Pfednaska Mgr. Jany Mikuloveé, Ph.D., “How to mark direct discourse when quotation marks
are not available?”., pfednesena vramci habilitaéniho fizeni, pfesvédCivé prokazala —
dostateCnou védeckou kvalifikaci a pedagogickou zpusobilost uchazecky, standardné
pozadovanou v ramci habilitanich v oboru klasicka filologie.



Dr Jana Mikulova presented her research on how direct speech is marked in the texts of
classical and late Latin authors. Unlike modern citation conventions, ancient authors did not
use quotation marks or other typographical symbols to indicate direct speech; instead, they
used verbs such as ait, inquit, dico and dicens. However, there are also cases of direct
speech without any introductory devices, in which direct speech must be identified based on
the context. The lecture introduced listeners to the various methods and strategies used in
antiquity to mark direct speech, from the classical period to the 8th century AD. It also
covered development trends and intensification through the duplication of introductory verbal
expressions (e.g. inquit dicens). A richly documented diachronic and synchronic analysis of
verbal and non-verbal introductory devices revealed changes in the frequency of markers
used over the centuries, as well as various innovations in the late Latin period. The lecture
was accompanied by a series of interesting graphs showing the frequency and development
of citation usage over almost eight centuries.

The candidate proved her skillfulness and ability to deliver a systematic and clear scholarly
presentation, which both presents new information and uses new methodology, and at the
same time is accessible and comprehensible for students (venia docendi). During the
subsequent extensive discussion, the candidate demonstrated profound erudition and a
broad knowledge of the field. She received positive feedback, particularly from the committee
members and opponents of the habilitation thesis.

Conclusion

The lecture of Mgr. Jana Mikulova, Ph.D., entitled “How to mark direct discourse when
quotation marks are not available?”, delivered as a part of the habilitation procedure
convincingly demonstrated the candidate's sufficient scientific qualifications and pedagogical
competence, which are standardly required in habilitation procedures in the field of Classical
Philology.
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
